V. President’s Report – 
· Minor road work was recently done to hit trouble spots before summer rains begin.
· Dale made the Board aware of the recent break-ins in the neighborhood.  The suspect stole items from Dale’s property and Mr. Vaughn’s property and then robbed the B&B.  He was caught and arrested that evening.

· Dale mentioned that there were complaints of 4-wheelers traveling too fast throughout the neighborhood.  Dale spoke to the owners and asked them to observe the speed limit.  

VI. Treasurer’s Report
· There was $7,912.00 in the bank as of 4/9/16.  The treasury was not updated due to the transition of officers.  A more thorough report will be given at the next meeting.
VII. Old Business
· Dale’s bid for road maintenance came in under budget.  No other bids were sought.  The board discussed the idea of using water trucks to pack in the limerock after it is grated during dry conditions.
· Geiger property – A letter was sent to Mr. Geiger indicating that the Board would be willing to split the costs associated with the easement survey.  Mr. Geiger has not responded to date.
· Update of Bylaws – Tony will take a look at some examples of bylaws and bring them to the next meeting for the Board to consider.  The intent is to simplify our current bylaws for its intended purpose (e.g. road maintenance), and update the governing statutes from 720 to 617.
· Board asked if Kevin could follow up on improving neighborhood street signs and traffic signs.  The Board also requested an update from Jack about the entrance sign.
VIII. New Business
· An estimate of $1250.00 was obtained to remove the oak tree at the neighborhood entrance near the bus stop area.  That estimate includes all trimming that impedes mowing.  The Board agreed to move forward with the work based on the maintenance motions that were passed on 4/9/16.
