· Treasurer’s Report
· Tony provided the Board with the 4th quarter Financial Activity Report, which included figures that displayed the Accounts Receivable and Payable per month, and the Expenses by category.  The current balance is $3,807.98.  Tony also explained the past dues assessment report, which tabulates property owners that are behind on dues versus those properties in which past dues are uncollectable as a result of property sales.  Losses that will not be recovered total $3200.
· Old Business
· Road Maintenance – Road maintenance was paid in full to C.A. Boone Construction, Inc. despite the fact that some ripping and proper completion of ditch plugs weren’t done.  Dale spoke with a hydrologist with the Suwannee River Water Management District who said we need a flat bottom ditch as opposed to a “V,” and the swales need to be seeded.  Daryl Clark said that Growers Fertilizer is going out of business and we may be able to get seed for a discounted price.  He also said that Americrete could drop and spread millings for about $500/load. Replacing the culvert at the Clark residence was also discussed.
· Past dues enforcement – There may be a way to file liens electronically through the Department of Community Affairs.  Eric and Dale will look into whether or not this path also satisfies the need of filing with the County.

· Board member election – Patti Woodard stepped down as a SROA Board member.  Joanne Krull nominated Robin Romaine for the vacant seat. Kevin Sadowski seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
